Count how many jumping
jacks you candoin 1
minute.

Clap in rhythm and
patterns. Count while you
clap. (ex. Clap 3 times and
then pat your leg)

Grab a handful of coins.
Sort them.

Make a guess: How long
do you think it will take you
to get dressed? Have an
adult time you as you get
dressed. Did it take you a
longer or a shorter time?

Make a “911” and/or “My
Telephone Number” card
to hang on your
refrigerator.

(ex. legos) to match to
each number.

Go around your house and
count the windows and
doors.

Count the number of stairs
in your house. Or count
how many steps it is from
your front door to your car.

How many red, blue,
orange, or green things
can you find in your
kitchen? Write down the
numbers.

Count backwards from ten.
Count backwards all day
long!

See how many places you
can find triangles today.

Count the number of steps
you take from your front
door to your kitchen.

Scoop up a handful of
coins. Guess how many
you grabbed. Then count
them.
